COUNCIL ACTION REQUESTED:

1. Concur with the findings of the Town Planning Director in determining that these
maintenance projects are categorically exempt from the requirements of the California
Environmental Quality Act(Class 1 Project) per CEQA Guidelines Section 15301; AND

2. Approve the attached agreement with Butte County Public Works to perform roadway
striping and Chip Seal services during the summer of 2010, AND

3. Authorize the Mayor to execute the contract; OR

4, Provide alternative direction to staff;

BACKGROUND: Last summer Butte County Public Works purchased a new “long line” striping
truck. This truck is set up to paint roadway striping, using the latest technology and equipment to
produce a quality job, in a cost effective manner. By carrying a large quantity of paint and reflective
beads on board, this truck is capable of striping up to ten miles of roadway (both centerline and
edges lines) per 8 hour shift.

With this contract we will utilize the Butte County truck
and crew for the long, relatively straight components of
our striping program. Town Street Maintenance staff,
utilizing our smaller pickup mounted roadway striping
system, will restripe the narrow, curved, and more
technical streets that are better suited to our smaller
equipment.

Our goal is to restripe all the arterial and major collector
streets that have worn markings by the end of the
summer. Due to budget constraints, we were forced to not perform any roadway striping in 2009.
This year it is incumbent that we put the necessary resources in place to get the Town back on a
consistent roadway striping plan.

The portions of Skyway, Clark and Pentz Roads above Wagstaff have not been shown to be
restriped. Those markings will all be replaced when those roadways have their asphalt overlay’s
placed later this summer, when the Town’s ARRA project is finished.



A second component of this agreement is to provide for the chip sealing of one town roadway by
County crews. Butte County has their own chip sealing equipment, and over the years has put
together a very good chip seal program. They plan to chip seal the County maintained portion of
Neal Road, and have offered to continue the chip seal up into Paradise, as long as we will
reimburse them for the labor, materials, and equipment costs. The plan is to do a single chip, using
PASS oil, which is an asphalt rejuvenating oil. This will be followed with a fog seal, to help lock in
the rock. The County crews will also provide for restriping of the roadway at the completion of the
project. This is a great opportunity, as the county operates their chip seal program very efficiently,
and it is likely that the Town will be able to significantly decrease the cost of chip sealing this
roadway.

DISCUSION:

During the summer of 2009, Butte County performed similar striping work for the City of Gridley, and
a minor amount of work for the City of Oroville, on this same “cost plus” basis. Both agencies were
contacted, and were impressed with the cost effectiveness of this alternative, and with the
workmanship on their individual striping programs. Butte County has been doing their own chip
sealing operations for many years, some years chip sealing up to 25 miles of roadway per year.
They have a good construction team that knows how to put the chip seals down in a timely and cost
efficient manner.

It is likely that this same agreement may be utilized to allow the Town of Paradise to assist Butte
County with restriping some of their narrow mountain roadways. Our smaller equipment is much
better suited for this type of work, and we hope that we can work together to provide the best
possible striping jobs to our respective citizens

The Town Attorney has reviewed this agreement and approved as to form. He has also researched
the Public Contracting Code, and indicated that this approach of contracting with a County
Government is legal, and does not require the normal bid process to accomplish these roadway
maintenance tasks.

FINANCIAL IMPACT:Approval of this contract will result in an expenditure of approximately $25,000
including a 10% contingency for the striping portion of the agreement, and $100,000 for the Chip
Seal Portion of the contract. All quantities are estimated, the final pay quantities shall be based up
actual labor and materials expended on our particular projects.

All funds for these projects will be drawn from the Proposition 1-B funds, approved and allocated by
the State Controller's Office. A total of $174,985 has been deposited by the State in the Town'’s
account — these funds must be expended within 3 years or they will revert back to the state.

MUTUAL AID AGREEMENT TO PROVIDE ROAD MAINTENANCE SERVICES
BETWEEN
TOWN OF PARADISE
AND
COUNTY OF BUTTE

This Mutual Aid Agreement to Provide Road Maintenance Services between Town of Paradise and
County of Butte (the “Agreement”), is made and entered into this day of , 2010, by
and between the TOWN OF PARADISE, a municipal corporation of the State of California (“Town,") and the
COUNTY OF BUTTE, a political subdivision of the State of California (“County.”)

WHEREAS, “Road Maintenance Services” is understood by both parties to include various road
maintenance work activities, such as, but not limited to, roadway striping, marking, stenciling, signing, sealing,
patching, grading, and plowing;

WHEREAS, both Town and County desire to maintain their respective roadways within their respective
jurisdictions;

WHEREAS, both Town and County have identified areas within their respective jurisdictions which
require road maintenance for various reasons and have requested mutual assistance with their respective road
maintenance programs;

WHEREAS, both Town and County have the equipment, supplies and labor to assist with the other
party’s road maintenance program as contemplated by both parties; and

WHEREAS, both Town and County desire to assist each other with the 6ther party’s road maintenance
program in return for reimbursement for the actual cost of services.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the covenants and conditions herein contained, the parties
agree as follows:

1. Both parties agree to provide any and all equipment, labor, and materials necessary and
available to provide road maintenance services for the other party, pursuant to a written
request and approval in writing by each party’s respective Director of Public Works or
designee, provided, however, that any work to be performed will be completed in
accordance with each party’s respective work schedules. The road maintenance services
performed by Town for County shall be called the “County Project’. The road
maintenance services performed by County for Town shall be called the “Town Project”.

2. Both parties agree to pay all actual costs incurred by the other party in completing their
respective Projects. Within thirty (30) days of completion of each respective Project work,
the party who performed the services will send an invoice to the other party, setting forth
all actual costs incurred. Within thirty (30) days of the receipt of such invoice, payment
shall be made in full to the other party.



Both parties agree that one party will not be responsible for maintaining the Project of the
other party. It is expressly understood and agreed that each party and its officers and
employees shall not be answerable or accountable in any manner for injuries to or the
death of persons or for any damage to property resulting from the other party’s
maintenance of its own respective Project. Both parties agree to indemnify and hold
harmless the other party and its officers and employees from all suits, actions, or claims of
any character brought as a consequence of the maintenance of each party’s respective
Project.

Town shall defend, indemnify and hold harmless County, its officers, agents and
employees, and each of them, from and against any and all actions, suits, claims,
damages, disabilities, expenses or liabilities that may be asserted by any person or entity,
including Town, to the extent arising out of any negligent acts or omissions or willful
misconduct of Town or its officers, agents or employees. County shall defend, indemnify
and hold harmless Town, its officers, agents and employees, and each of them, from and
against any and all actions, suits, claims, damages, disabilities, expenses or liabilities that
may be asserted by any person or entity, including County, to the extent arising out of any
negligent acts or omissions or willful misconduct of County or its officers, agents or
employees.

This Agreement may be terminated by either party upon thirty (30) days’ written notice to
the other party.

Any term of this Agreement may be amended, terminated or waived only with the written
consent of both parties.

This Agreement shall be construed and interpreted according to California law and any
action to enforce the terms of this Agreement for the breach thereof shall be brought and
tried in the County of Butte.

The invalidity or unenforceability of any provision hereof shall in no way affect the validity
or enforceability of any other provision.

This Agreément constitutes the full and entire understanding and agreement between the

parties with respect to the subject matter hereof, and any other written or oral agreement
relating to the subject matter hereof existing between the parties is expressly canceled.

1. Adopt Town of Paradise Resolution No. 10- ; "A Resolution of the Town Council
of the Town of Paradise Adopting a Policy Directive Related to the Exemption of
Application of Town Adopted Design Review Service Fees”; OR

2. Adopt an alternative directive to town staff regarding this agenda item.

BACKGROUND:

On March 9, 2010 the Town Council introduced Town Ordinance No. 497, thereby introducing a
number of Paradise Municipal Code text amendments to town sign and design review
regulations. Ordinance 497 was subsequently adopted on April 13,2010 and will become legally
effective on May 14, 2010, after which, the Town of Paradise Design Standards will be applied
town-wide and not just within the boundaries of the Redevelopment Project Area.

In the context of these text amendments, staff initiated an effort to identify “business friendly”
design review service fee reductions or exemptions, particularly under circumstances when there
might otherwise be the potential for a duplication of effort during the course of development
project review. This effort has resulted in the identification of potential design review service
fee exemptions and the preparation of a resolution document that has been prepared and is
attached for your review and consideration for adoption.

DISCUSSION:

On January 12, 2010, the Town Council conducted a public hearing to consider the above-noted
text amendments and ultimately remanded the matter back to the Planning Commission for
additional review. However, during the course of staff’s presentation of the Council Agenda
Summary prepared for the January 12" hearing, staff outlined the following potential
opportunities for design review service fee reductions and exemptions:



Council Agenda Summary -2- May 11,2010

1. When land use permit applications (e.g. use permits, site plan review permits,
administrative permits) propose new construction that is subject to design review, fees
collected for design review applications associated with those land use permits could be
waived.

2. When new sign design review applications propose only the replacement of a sign face,
staff expressed support for a fifty percent reduction of sign design review fees that are
currently collected for such reviews.

3. When fagade renovation agreements requiring design review are executed with the town,
design review fees associated with the project could be waived or reduced.

Note: Since the adopted form of Ordinance No. 497 does not contain provisions for the review
of sign color or other content, sign face changes will not be subject to any design review after
May 14, 2010. Thus, no design review service fees will be.collected for sign face changes. In
addition, no design review or any associated fees will be collected for any new wall-painted
signs.

Staff believes that waiving design review fees for projects that are either subject to a land use
permit or for town sponsored fagade renovation projects is particularly appropriate, since staff
already reviews building plans, colors and elevations as part of these projects, with or without
the collection of design review service fees.

Attached with this council agenda summary for your recommended adoption is a resolution
document that has been crafted by town staff with the intent of implementing the suggestions
outlined above. If deemed necessary, staff is prepared to make changes or additions to the text
of the resolution document prior to possible Town Council adoption.

FINANCIAL IMPACT: Adoption of the attached resolution document and future
implementation of its provisions may result in a minimal, but indeterminate, financial

impact upon the town's current and future fiscal year budgets.
