Any party aggrieved by an action of the-board f under this chapter may file an
appeal to the Town Council within ten (10) days after notice of the decision is glven Such appeal shall be made
by filing a notice of appeal with the Town Clerk. Upon the filing of a notice of appeal, the Community
Development Director shall, within ten (10) days, transmit to the Town Clerk all papers and documents relating
to the appeal. The notice of appeal shall include and be accompanied by the fee set forth in the Town Master
Fee Schedule.
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
