BACKGROUND: During its meeting on January 19, 2010, the Planning Commission
conducted a duly noticed public hearing that focused upon the following issues:

A. Town staff generated and proposed text amendments to the zoning regulations related to the
subjects of commercial composting, mobile home park standards, parking regulations, and
revocation procedures applicable to site plan review permits and use permits. [NOTE: If
adopted, these proposed text amendments are intended to: 1) further achieve internal consistency
among the zoning statutes; 2) correct an unintended text error whereby the listing of
"commercial composting” as a potential permitted land use subject to conditional use permit
within the "AR-3" zoning district was omitted; 3) futher implement the Town's recently adopted
revised/updated

2009 General Plan housing element; and 4) strengthen and clarify the revocation procedures
regarding site plan review permits and use permits.]; AND

B. Whether or not the Planning Commission should recommend Town Council adoption of the
proposed Paradise Municipal Code [PMC] text amendments related to the above-stated subjects.

Upon conclusion of its public hearing, the Planning Commission publicly concurred with the
PMC text amendments proposed and presented by the town staff and the Planning Commission
unanimously adopted Planning Commission Resolution No. 10-1. [NOTE: A copy of this
resolution document and its related exhibit "A" is attached for your review.]

DISCUSSION: The attached Planning Commission adopted resolution doument
recommends Town Council adoption of specific text amendments within PMC Chapters 17.11
[Agricultural Residential Zones], 17.34 [Mobile Home Park Standards], 17.38 [Off Street
Parking and Loading Regulations], and 17.45 [ Administration].

Brief Explanation of the Recommended PMC Text Amendments is as Follows:

1. PMC Chapter 17.11 [Agricultural Residential Zones]: In order to correct an unintended text
omission the town staff and the Planning Commission recommend the addition of the land use:
"commercial composting" as a potentially permitted land use within the "AR-3" (Agricultural
Residential, 3-Acre Minimum) zone subject to town approval and issuance of a conditional use
permit obtained via the public hearing process. [Note: This particular land use is also addressed
as a potential land use within the "R-C", "AG-10", "AG-20" and "AR-5" zones.]

2. PMC Chapter 17.34 [Mobile Home Park Standards]: The Town's recently adopted
revised/updated 2009 housing element calls for a text revision to the Town's zoning ordinance
regulations that reduces the number of required parking spaces for mobile home parks that house
senior citizens. Town staff and the Planning Commission have generated and recommend
adoption of a text amendment that shall reduce the minimum number of parking spaces per
dwelling within "senior and/or disabled housing mobile home parks" from a prior two spaces per
dwelling requirement to one and one-half spaces per dwelling requirement.

3. PMC Chapter 17.38 [Off-Street Parking and Loading Requirements]: Town staff and the
Planning Commission have generated and recommend adoption of a text amendment to
subsection "A" of PMC Section 17.38.700 [Handicapped Facilities] in order to be consistent with
the current State law related to the subject of handicapped parking. Also a new subsection "B"
text is generated and recommended for adoption in order to comply with another implementation
action of the Town's new 2009 housing element.

4. PMC Section 17.38.1000 [Off-Street Parking Requirements]: Town staff and the Planning
Commission propose and recommend that the minimum parking space requirement assigned for
the land use "medical office" be amended from a one parking space per 250 square feet to a one
parking space per 200 square feet requirement. If adopted, this change should help minimize
unintended congestion of parking facilities of future medical office land uses and/or future
expansions of existing medical office land uses.

5. PMC Section 17.45.210 [Time Limit-Expiration] within PMC Chapter 17.45 [ Administration]:
Town staff and the Planning Commission have generated and recommend adoption of text
amendment to subsections "A" and "B" of this section in order to clarify and expand the statutory
basis by which a use permit revocation proceeding may be initiated.

6. PMC Section 17.45.230 [Violations of Terms of the Use Permit] within PMC Chapter 17.45
[Administration]: With the endorsement of the Town Manager, the town staff and the Planning
Commission have generated and recommend adoption of text amendment to this section in a
manner that expands the authority vested to conduct use permit revocation proceedings to
possibly include the Town Planning Director.

7. PMC Section 17.45.490 [Revocation of Site Plan Review Permit] within PMC Chapter 17.45
[Administration]: Town staff and the Planning Commission have generated and recommend
adoption of text amendment to this section in a manner that expands the authority vested to
conduct site plan review permit revocation proceedings to include the Town Planning Director.
[NOTE: The vast majority of site plan review permits that are originally heard and granted by the
Town of Paradise are handled by the Town Planning Director position. ]

for purposes of introduction is a copy of and ordinance document prepared by town staff that
reflects the contents of the recommended PMC text amendments contained within Planning
Commission resolution No. 10-1. [Note: Text amendments in the ordinance are shown with
either the shaded and/or the strike out feature.]

PUBLIC HEARING

a. Item recommended to be determined exempt from environmental review:

TOWN OF PARADISE: Proposed text amendments to regulations contained in Paradise
Municipal Code Chapters 17.11, 17.34, 17.38 and 17.45. The amendments affect municipal
code statutes related to: commercial composting, mobile home park standards, parking
regulations, and site plan review permit and use permit revocation procedures.

Community Development Director McGreehan presented the Planning Commission the
proposed changes to the PMC regulations as follows: (1) Amends the unintended omission
of “Commercial Composting” as a potentially permitted land use within the AR-3 zone; (2)
Reduces required parking spaces from two to one-and-a-half per dwelling within mobile
home parks that house senior citizens and brings the code into compliance with the recently
adopted Housing Element by removing a constraint; (3) Provides consistency with State law
regarding parking spaces as handicapped and/or disabled facilities; (4) Increases the
minimum parking space requirement for medical office land uses from one per 250 square
feet to one per 200 square feet; (5) Clarifies statutory basis by which a use permit revocation
proceeding may be initiated; (6) Expands use permit revocation authority to include the
Planning Director; and, (7) Expands site plan review permit revocation authority to include
the Planning Director.

Mr. McGreehan answered Commissioners’ questions to explain those types of situations
subject to the use permit or site plan review permit revocation process. He confirmed that
the revocation process would include a noticed hearing and mailout and that there is an
appeal process; and, that the benefit of the proposed language change from “shall” to “may”
provides the staff an opportunity to avoid initiating a revocation process if it is discovered
that the use has not been vacated. Mr. McGreehan gave an example of a property that is
located in the redevelopment area that was granted a use permit for a care home by the
County many years ago. The property has become vacant and the Town has targeted
different land uses for that area and should remove that land use entitlement. It was
discussed whether or not such a revocation would make the value of the property decrease
and it was noted that there would be due process for the property owner via the noticed
hearing and mailout.

With regard to the questions asked as to what types of land use decisions would be heard by
the Planning Commission or by the Planning Director, Mr. McGreehan explained that criteria
has been set by the Town Council and essentially anything with a body of evidence that
would generate debate or a policy discussion would be heard by the Planning Commission.
He stated that the Planning Director mostly holds hearings regarding site plan review permits
and parcel maps. Discussion followed regarding the higher level of judgment for a use
permit, and if keeping the word “shall” would be better as it retains the opportunity for a
review of permits every three years, noting that the word “may” is subjective. Mr.
McGreehan and Mr. Baker discussed that the “shall” commits the staff to a process, but not
to an outcome, and that the review could begin anytime after three years; that the word

“may” gives the option of retaining a use that is still desirable for the Town, i.e., provides
flexibility. :

Chairman Woodhouse opened the hearing to the public at 6:50 p.m.

1. Neil Risely, stated that he is a constitutionalist and that he believes having a jury on
these issues is a good thing.

Chairman Woodhouse closed the hearing to the public at 6:52 p.m.

It was moved by Commissioner Grossberger, seconded by Commissioner Bolin, to adopt
Resolution 10-1, “A Resolution of the Paradise Planning Commission Recommending Town
Council adoption of Text Amendments to Paradise Municipal Code Chapters 17.11, 17.34,
17.38 and 17.45 Related to: Commercial Composting as a Potential Land Use in the AR-3
Zone; Mobile Home Park Standards; Parking Regulations; and Site Plan Review Permit and
Use Permit Revocation Procedures” with the following amendments to Exhibit A of the
resolution: remove the words planning director and insert the words planning commission in
Section 5, paragraph A, and in Sections 6 and 7, to remove “and/or planning director” to
leave review with the planning commission.

The Planning Commission concurred to hear from Mr. McGreehan prior to taking action on
the motion. Mr. McGreehan explained that the proposed change to Section 5, paragraph A,
does not vest the revocation authority with the Planning Director and only refers to initiating
a proceeding; and, that the changes in Section 6 and 7 refer to circumstances wherein there
has been a either violation of terms of a use permit, or with regard to a site plan review
permit, that a specific land use is not being performed in a manner that complies with town
regulations or conditions of approval; and, that the matter may be heard by the body that
made the original decision.

Commissioner Grossberger withdrew her motion and Commissioner Bolin withdrew his
second.

It was moved by Commissioner Grossberger, seconded by Commissioner Serna and
unanimously carried, to adopt Resolution No. 10-1, A Resolution of the Paradise Planning
Commission Recommending Town Council adoption of Text Amendments to Paradise
Municipal Code Chapters 17.11, 17.34, 17.38 and 17.45 Related to: Commercial Composting
as a Potential Land Use in the AR-3 Zone; Mobile Home Park Standards; Parking
Regulations; and Site Plan Review Permit and Use Permit Revocation Procedures.”

WHEREAS, the Town of Paradise is legally required to direct and regulate land development and land
uses via zoning regulations and other means that are consistent with its current Paradise General Plan as well as
current state planning and zoning law; and

WHEREAS, the town planning staff recommends that text regulations within Chapters 17.11, 17.34,
17.38 and 17.45 of the Paradise Municipal Code [PMC] warrant amendment in order to: 1) become internally
consistent with all other existing PMC statutes; 2) correct text errors affecting unintended omission of listing
“commiercial composting” as a potential land use in the AR-3 zone; 3) further implement the recently adopted
revised housing element; and 4) strengthen and clarify revocation procedures regarding site plan review permits
and use permits.

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission conducted a duly noticed public hearing on January 19, 2010 to
study and consider recommending Town Council adoption of text amendments to PMC Chapters 17.11, 17.34,
17.38 and 17.45 as proposed by town staff ; and

WHEREAS, the public hearing also included review and determination of whether or not the proposed
PMC text amendments is an activity subject to the provisions of the California Environmental Quality Act
(CEQA); and

WHEREAS, the Planning Commission has considered the recommendation of the town staff, etc., as
well as input received at their public hearing; and on the basis of the foregoing, has determined that text
amendments to PMC Chapters 17.11, 17.34, 17.38 and 17.45 are warranted at this time in order to: 1) become
internally consistent with all other existing PMC statutes; 2) correct text errors affecting unintended omission
of listing “commercial composting” as a potential land use in the AR-3 zone; 3) further implement the recently
adopted revised housing element; and 4) strengthen and clarify revocation procedures regarding site plan review
permits and use permits. ‘
