2011 Fiscal Year a General Fund Unrestricted Reserve in the amount of $817,473; General Fund Reserve for unanticipated
emergencies in the amount of $200,000; and a General Fund Reserve for equipment in the amount of $200,000; a General Fund
Reserve for buildings in the amount of $200,000; and a General Fund Reserve for Leave Liability of $250,000.
