COUNCIL ACTION REQUESTED:
1) Consider the bids received and opened on July 1, 2010 for the Memorial Trailway Southern
Extension Project; AND
2) Award Bid for construction to Franklin Construction in the amount of $103,967.00; AND

3) Authorize the Mayor and Town Manager to execute the attached Owner-Contractor
Agreement for the Memorial Trailway Southern Extension Project, AND

4) Authorize the Town Manager to approve change orders up to the 10% contingency limit on
this project; AND

5) Ratify Categorical Exemption CEQA document of project, OR

6) Provide staff with alternative direction.

STAFF RECOMMENDATION
Staff recommends that Town Council award the construction contract for the Memorial Trailway
Southern Extension Project to Franklin Construction as the lowest responsive and responsible bidder.

BACKGROUND:
The Memorial Trailway is a Class I bicycle path that extends approximately 5.1 miles through the
Town of Paradise. The trailway currently runs continuously from the north edge of Town at Skyway
and Pentz Road south to Neal Road. This extension project will extend the Trailway west 0.35 miles
from the Neal Road and Skyway intersection west to Princeton Road, paralleling the Skyway on the
southern side. ‘

In July of 2006, Town Council approved a Professional Services Agreement with Wilsey Ham, an
engineering firm to design and provide Plans, Specifications, and Estimates for this Trailway
Extension Project. Council approved the Plans, Specifications and Estimates and authorized the Public
Works Director/Town Engineer and Town Clerk’s Office to advertise this project for construction. As
such, the construction for the project was advertised on June 17, 2010 and on June 22, 2010 and bids
were opened July 1, 2010.

DISCUSSION

RECEIVED BIDS

The Town received and opened six (6) bids for construction. Bids for construction ranged from
$103,967 to $171,225. Refer to the Bid Tabulation Sheet in Attachment 1 for further detail on
submitted bids. Prepared by Wilsey Ham, the engineers estimate for the project was $164,243. The
lowest responsive, responsible bid, submitted by Franklin Construction of Chico, CA, was $103,967.
Refer to the Project Contract Documents in Attachment 2 for reference. Allowing the Town Manager




to approve contract change orders allows staff the ability to execute changes in the field in a timely
fashion to keep the project moving forward. ‘

CEQA

A Categorical Exemption was processed for the project on November 21, 2002. It is being brought
forward to council at this time for acknowledgement and ratification. Refer to Attachment 2 for
reference.

PROJECT PROGRESS STATUS AND SCHEDULE

After the project is awarded, construction is anticipated to commence in early to mid August,
depending on the approved contractor’s schedule. The contractor will have 75 calendar days to
complete the project.

FINANCIAL IMPACT
The total cost for construction is $129,958.75, which is comprised of the lowest submitted bid of
$103,967, 10% contingency ($10,396.70), 15% construction/ contract administrative costs
($15,595.05). The project construction costs will be funded from the current FY20010/2011 capital
improvement budget which has a budgeted amount of $140,000. This project is funded through a BTA
Grant of $86,750 and $53,250 from Fund 90.

assigned, jointly and severally.

The premium charged for this bond is ($ ) dollars for the term
hereof. The condition of this bond is such that, if Contractor shall faithfully perform the
terms and provisions of that certain written agreement between Contractor and Owner, dated
for Memorial Trailway Southern Extension Project, a copy of
which is attached and made a part hereof, then this obligation shall be null and void;
otherwise, it shall remain in full force and effect.

Whenever Contractor shall be in default under the above-mentioned Contract, Surety may
promptly remedy the default, or shall promptly complete the contract in accordance with its
terms and conditions, or obtain a bid or bids for submission to Owner for completing the
contract in accordance with its terms and conditions, and upon determination by Owner and
Surety of the lowest responsible bidder, arrange for a contract between such bidder and
Owner and make available as work progresses sufficient funds to pay the cost of completion
less the balance of the contract price, but not exceeding including other costs and damages
for which Surety may be liable hereunder, the amount set forth in the first paragraph hereof.
The term "balance of contract price,"” as used in this paragraph, shall mean the total amount
payable by Owner to Contractor under the contract and any amendments thereto, less any
amount properly paid by Owner to Contractor.

No suit shall commence after two (2) years from the date fixed.
No right of action shall accrue on this bond to or for the use of any person or corporation
other than Owner or the heirs, executors, administrators, or successors of Owner, excepta

right of action that may be given by the mechanic’s lien laws to persons furnishing labor or
materials in connection with the work of improvement under the above-mentioned contract.

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GENERAL PROVISIONS

The General Provisions of this construction Contract shall be by reference the General
Provisions contained in the Standard Specifications of the State of California, Department of
Transportation, Business and Transportation Agency, dated May 2006.

STANDARD SPECIFICATIONS: Standard Specifications shall mean the Standard
Specifications of the State of California, Department Qf Transportation dated May 20086,

In case of conflict between the Standard Specifications and these general and special
provisions, the general and special provisions shall take precedence over and be used in lieu
of such conflicting portions.

Whenever in the Standard Specifications, or in any documents or instruments where these
specifications govern, the following terms or pronouns in place of them are used, the intent
and meaning shall be interpreted as foliows: '

STATE: The Town of Paradise

PUBLIC WORKS BUILDING: Town Hall, 5555 Skyway, Paradise, CA.
DEPARTMENT OF PUBLIC WORKS: The Town Council of the Town of Pal;adise.
DEPARTMENT OF TRANSPORTATION: The Town Council of the Town of Paradise.

DIRECTOR OF PUBLIC WORKS: The Public Works Director/Town Engmeer of the
Town of Paradise.

STATE HIGHWAY ENGINEER: The Public Works Director/Town Engineer of the Town
of Paradise.

ENGINEER: Engineer shall mean the Town Engineer of the Town of Paradise or his
authorized agent acting within the scope of his authority who shall act as the
representative of the Town during the term of the contract.

LABORATORY: The established laboratory of the Department of Transportation of the
State of California or laboratories authorized by the Engineer to test materials and
work involved in the contract.

Reference is made to Section 1 of the Standard Specifications for other pertinent
definitions.

Where other reference specifications such as those of ASTM, AASHTO, etc., have been

referred to, the applicable portion of such specification shall become a part of these Contract
Documents.
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SPECIAL PROVISIONS

11 DESCRIPTION OF PROJECT

The work to be done and referred to herein is the Memorial Trailway Southern Extension
Project in the Town of Paradise, Butte County, State of California, in general as follows:

1. Excavation and Grading.

2. Construction of Swales and Ditches.
3. Construction of Class | Bike Path.

4, Install signs and pavement markings.

1-2 OWNER, AGENCY, STATE, CITY OR BOARD

Whenever the term “Owner”, “Agency”, “State”, “City” or “Board” is used in these
Contract Documents, it shall be understood to mean the Town of Paradise.

1-3  DEFINITIONS AND TERMINOLOGY

Whenever the term "Engineer" appears, it shall be understood to mean the Town of Paradise.
The construction inspection will be performed by the Town of Paradise staff, or designated
representative.

1-4  LOCATION OF WORK

The location is in the Town of Paradise as shown on the vicinity map attached to these
specifications. :

1-5 CONTRACT DOCUMENTS FURNISHED TO CONTRACTOR

The Engineer will furnish to the Contractor, upon request and free of charge, three copies of
Contract Documents. Additional copies of Contract Documents or Plans may be obtained
upon request by paying appropriate costs for reproduction.

1-6  TIME OF COMPLETION AND ORDER OF WORK

The time of completion shall be specified in calendar days. All work as set forth in these
Contract Documents shall be diligently prosecuted and completed by Contractor within
seventy-five (75) calendar days from the date of issuance of the Notice to Proceed.

No extension of time will be considered for weather conditions normal to the area in which
the work is being performed. Unusual weather conditions, if determined by the Engineer to
be of a severity that would stop the normal progress of work that could normally be
accomplished in that time period, may be considered as cause for an extension of Contract
completion time.
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The suggested order of work is as follows:

A. Grading and drainage improvements.
B. instaliation of aggregate base.

C. Paving.

D. Signing and Striping.

E. Hydroseeding/revegetation.

Should the Contractor desire to alter this order, he should submit, in writing, to the Engineer
for approval.

1-7 PROGRESS SCHEDULE

The Contractor shall submit a progress schedule to show the time proposed for prosecution
of the major divisions of work and his proposed sequence of operations.

1-8  LIQUIDATED DAMAGES

See section 8-1.07 of the Standard Specifications.

It is agreed by the parties to the Contract that in case all the work called for under the
Contract in all parts and requirements is not finished or completed within the number of
calendar days as set forth in these Special Provisions, damage will be sustained by the Town
of Paradise, and that it is and will be difficult and impossible to ascertain and determine the
actual damage which the Town will sustain in the event of and by reason of such delay; and
it is therefore agreed that the Contractor shall pay the Town the sum of Two Hundred Fifty
Dollars ($250) per day for each and every calendar day’s delay in finishing the work in excess
of the number of calendar days prescribed; and the Contractor agrees to pay said liquidated
damages as herein provided, and in case the same is not paid, agrees that the Town of
Paradise may deduct the amount thereof from any money due or that may become due
Contractor under this Contract.

1-9 GUARANTEE

The Contractor hereby agrees to make, at his own expense, all repairs or replacements
necessitated by defects in materials or workmanship, supplied under terms of this Contract,
which become evident within one year after the date of final acceptance of the work. The
Contractor further assumes responsibility for a similar one-year guarantee for all work and
materials provided by the subcontractors or manufacturers. The Contractor shall make all
repairs and replacements promptly upon receipt of written order for same from the Owner. If
the Contractor fails to make the repair and replacements promptly, the Owner may do the
work, and the Contractor and his Surety shall be liable for the cost thereof.

1-10 SITE !NVESTIGAT!ON AND REPRESENTATION

The Contractor acknowledges that he has satisfied himself as to the nature and location of
the work, the general and local conditions, particularly those bearing upon availability of
transportation, disposal, handling and storage of materials, availability of labor, water,
electric power, roads, and uncertainties of weather, drainage courses, or similar physical
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
