Planned Race-Neutral Measures

The Town will meet the maximum feasible portion of its AADPL by using race neutral means of facilitating
DBE participation. Race neutral DBE participation includes any time a DBE wins a prime contract through
customary competitive procurement procedures, is awarded a subcontract on a prime contract that does not
carry a DBE goal, or even if there is a DBE goal, wins a subcontract from a prime contractor that did not
cconsider its DBE status in making the award (e.g., a prime contractor that uses a strict low-bid system to
award subcontracts).

The race neutral means in which the Town plans to implement for the upcoming Federal Fiscal Year include,
but are not limited to, the following:

1) Arranging solicitations, times for the presentation of bids, quantities, specifications, and delivery
schedules in ways that facilitate DBE, and other small businesses, participation (e.g., unbundling large
contracts to make them more accessible to small businesses, requiring or encouraging prime contractors to
subcontract portions of work that they might otherwise perform with their own forces);

2) Providing technical assistance and other services;

3) Carrying out information and communication programs on contracting procedures and specific contract
opportunities (e.g., ensuring the inclusion of DBEs and other small businesses on recipient mailing lists of
bidders; ensuring the dissemination to bidders on prime contracts of lists of potential subcontractors;
provision of information in languages other than English, where appropriate);

4) Ensuring distribution of your DBE directory through print and electronic means to the widest feasible
universe of potential prime contractors.

Federal regulation (49 CFR 26.29) requires one of three methods be used in federal-aid contracts to ensure

prompt and full payment of any retainage, kept by the prime contractor or subcontractor, to a subcontractor.

D  Method 3: The agency shall hold retainage from the prime contractor and shall make prompt and
regular incremental acceptances of portions, as determined by the agency of the contract work and pay
retainage to the prime contractor based on these acceptances. The prime contractor or subcontractor shall
return all monies withheld in retention from all subcontractors within 30 days after receiving payment for
work satisfactorily completed and accepted including incremental acceptances of portions of the contract work
by the agency. Any delay or postponement of payment may take place only for good cause and with the
agency’s prior written approval. Any violation of these provisions shall subject the violating prime contractor
to the penalties, sanctions, and other remedies specified in Section 7108.5 of the California Business and
Professions Code. This requirement shall not be construed to limit or impair any contractual, administrative, or
Jjudicial remedies otherwise available to the contractor or subcontractor in the event of: a dispute involving late
payment or nonpayment by the contractor; deficient subcontractor performance and/or noncompliance by a
subcontractor. This clause applies to both DBE and non-DBE subcontractors.
