A RESOLUTION OF THE TOWN COUNCIL FOR THE TOWN OF PARADISE
AUTHORIZING THE TEMPORARY SUSPENSION OF DOG LICENSE LATE
PENALTY FEES; BETWEEN SEPTEMBER 1, 2009 AND OCTOBER 11, 2009, AS
ASSESSED WITHIN THE PREVIOUSLY ADOPTED SCHEDULE OF FEES
RESOLUTION (09-06)

WHEREAS, the Town of Paradise has previously adopted, by resolution, the
SCHEDULE OF FEES FOR TOWN SERVICES (09-06) for the costs associated with the
services rendered by the town; and

WHEREAS, within this authority, Section 75C, are the fees associated with LICENSE
LATE PENALTY for Animal Control Operations that assess an additional charge for renewing
an expired Town of Paradise dog license; and

WHEREAS, the primary mission of the Animal Control unit is to control the spread of
rabies within the Town of Paradise through the pet licensing program, vaccination clinics and

public education programs; and

WHEREAS, the Town is desirous of increasing dog licensing compliance within the
Town of Paradise by way of public education, enforcement and incentives.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Townk Council for the Town of
Paradise as follows:

Section 1: The Town Council authorizes the temporary suspension of Late Penalty Fees
for Town of Paradise Dog Licenses between September 1, 2009 and October 11, 2009, as
currently authorized within the previously adopted SCHEDULE OF FEES FOR TOWN
SERVICES (09-06).

Section 2: On October 12, 2009, the Town of Paradise Dog License Late Penalty Fee
shall be reinstated and charged in the amount as authorized by Town Council Resolution 09-06.
