A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND TOWN MANAGER TO ENTER INTO
AN AGREEMENT, AS APPROVED BY THE TOWN ATTORNEY, WITH RIMS SUN RIDGE
SYSTEMS INC. FOR THE PURCHASE, SCOPE OF WORK AND DELIVERY OF
SERVICES OF A PUBLIC SAFETY COMPUTER AIDED DISPATCH AND RECORDS
MANAGEMENT SYSTEM

WHEREAS, the ability to reliably and efficiently create, recall and maintain records is
essential for the efficiency of the town’s public safety departments; and,

WHEREAS, proper record keeping capabilities are a crucial component of police
services and public safety; and

WHEREAS, the record keeping system presently utilized by the Town of Paradise
Police Department is in need of replacement; and

WHEREAS, the Town of Paradise budget for Fiscal Year 2009-2011 contains an
appropriation for the acquisition of a Computer Aided Dispatch / Records Management
System; and

WHEREAS, five vendors were considered and compared and RIMS Sun Ridge was
selected due to pricing, reliability, it's use by other agencies, and superior customer service;

NOW, THEREFORE, The Town Council of the Town of Paradise resolves as follows:

Section 1: Pursuant to PMC sec. 2.45.070 (G) that the Town Council hereby
authorizes the Mayor and Town Manager to enter into an agreement, as approved by the
Town Attorney, for the purchase of a public safety computer Aided Dispatch and Records
Management System from RIMS Sun Ridge Systems Inc. for $301,605.
