WHAT TO DO WITH YOUR VEGETATIVE WASTE
There are a variety of available resources to help you get rid of your vegetative waste.    
VEGETATIVE WASTE COLLECTION  

The Town of Paradise has contracted with Northern Recycling and Waste Services (NRWS) to provide curbside pickup of your vegetative waste.  A second vegetative waste container can be obtained free of charge (some restrictions apply).  For further information, please call them at 876-3340.  

NRWS also manages a vegetative waste recycling yard at 925 American Way where you can haul and dump your vegetative waste.  Contact them at 877-0824 for fees and hours of operation.

BURNING
The Town of Paradise does offer seasonal burning of vegetative waste.  Requirements for burning are outlined within each permit.  Failure to obtain and/or comply with any of the parameters of burning within Town limits may result in incurred fines.  All burning is subject to the guidelines established by Butte County Air Quality Management District (BCAQMD).  Burn permits are available as follows:
Residential Burn Permit:  Residential dooryard burning is permitted during the months of March, April and May, and frequently allows for a one-month “special burn” in the fall.  Burning in the spring months alternates burn days between the east and west sides of Town.  This permit allows for the burning of leaves and pine needles in one, monitored burn pile.  This permit is applicable to residential lots with a single family dwelling.  Use may be restricted by a BCAQMD designation of a “no burn” day.  The cost is $24.64 annually.  

Fuel Reduction Permit:  If you have a large piece of land, 2/3 acres of larger, with a residence on it, you may obtain a Fuel Reduction Permit.    This allows for one burn pile of vegetative waste materials that is generated in reducing fuel for potential fire hazards. The project must be located in a Wildland Urban interface area, as determined by the Town Ordinance.  An inspection is required for this permit to make sure you comply with the safety requirements outlined.  This permit is restricted by the Cal Fire burn ban (usually from July 1- November 1) and predicated on an approved burn day by BCAQMD.  The cost is $38.08 annually.
Land Clearing Permit:  You may obtain a Land Clearing Permit if you plan to develop a parcel for building commercial or residential structures.  You may only burn vegetative waste products. Two permits are required: one from BCAQMD and one from the Town of Paradise Fire Department.  The Fire Department requires an inspection before issuing this permit. A Land Clearing Permit may be obtained at any time of the year, but its use may be restricted by Cal Fire and Town of Paradise burn bans and/or a BCAQMD designation of a “no burn” day.  The expiration date will be determined by the inspector and indicated on the permit at the time of issuance.  The cost is $84.00.  
CHIPPING
Butte County Fire Safe Council offers up to two hours of chipping of branches 8” in diameter or smaller, free to members.  Membership donations are $30.00 a year.
