


boundaries of the town. Committee members shall be appointed by the town council for
a term of three (3) years with staggered dates of term expirations. The composition of
the committee shall include individuals with the following desired qualifications:

individuals with academic knowledge of basic plant science;

individuals skilled in the maintenance and care of trees;

individuals with professional urban and wildland fire protection expertise; and,
individuals licensed in the construction and/or on-site sanitation trades.

The tree advisory committee is charged with duties designated and delegated by the
town council on matters pertaining to the management of tree resources within the
town. The committee also serves as a forum for the coordination of tree-related policies,
and advises the town on matters referred by town departments, or by a majority vote of
the planning commission or the town council.

Dear Chief Eliot;

| would like to congratulate you on your December 31, 2009 retirement from the
California Department of Forestry and Fire Protection (CAL FIRE). It is an honor to
recognize your 22 years of dedicated service to the fire service and to the protection
of the natural resources of the State of California.

After 15 years of working in fire and forestry programs with the USDA Forest Service,
you began your career with CAL FIRE (then known as CDF) on June 9, 1987 as the
Forest Patroiman and Recreation Manager for the Jackson Demonstration State
Forest (JDSF). At JDSF you were instrumental in revising the permit system for
camping limits and for collection of minor forest products.

You then transferred on October 30, 1990 to the Soquel Demonstration State Forest
(SDSF) as the Assistant Forest Manager. At SDSF you managed the recreation
program, developed the trail system, updated the roads and their drainage facilities,
prepared the first two timber harvests, helped complete the volume and growth
inventories, helped write the management plan, set up the new office and took
responsibility for operating the engine at the Soquel Fire Station during the winter
months. You also assisted with the Society of American Foresters, Forest
Conservation Days in Saratoga for several years.

On April 1, 1998 you promoted to a Staff Forester- Forester | on the Humboldt/Del
Norte Unit (HUU). While in HUU, you were both a Forest Practice Enforcement
inspector and Forestry Assistance Specialist. You were CAL FIRE's representative to
various organizations including the Buckeye Conservancy, Forestry Advisory
Committee for the College of the Redwoods, Redwood Tree Farm Committee,
Stewardship NTMP Commitiee, Non-industrial Stewardship Forestry Group (AKA
Fortuna Library Group), USDA NRCS Coordinating Committee and Canon Envirothon
at Humboldt State University. You were responsible for the Unit response to
managing the onset of Sudden Oak Death. You also made the National news for your
participation on the team saving the old growth tree know as "Luna” from a botched
attempt to cut it down after it became famous during the two year tree sitting by
environmentalist Julia Butterfly.

On August 16, 2004 you promoted to Division Chief- Forester Il as the Butte Unit
Nursery Unit Manager and temporarily as the Unit Forester. You transitioned out of
the Unit Forester duties when that position was filled, allowing you to focus your efforts
on the transition of the Nursery Program to a Sacramento Headquarters program. As
the Nursery Unit Manager you were responsible for the nursery at the Magalia
Reforestation Center and the Seed Bank at the L. A. Moran Reforestation Center.

You became a Peace Officer with CAL FIRE (then known as CDF) on April 31, 1989,
obtained your Registered Professional Forester License on January 7, 1998 and
became an EMT on March 13, 2002. In addition to your years of experience as a Law
Enforcement Officer and work in Fire Prevention with both the USDA Forest Service
and CAL FIRE, you have maintained a long list of qualifications for emergency and fire
response. You have provided assistance to a number local Fire Prevention programs
in MEU, CZU, HUU and BTU and have overseen CAL FIRE’s Resource Management
and Nursery displays at fairs and other functions including CAL FIRE's (then known as
CDF) 100th Anniversary at the State Capital.

You have also been active in CDF Firefighters as both a Rank & File Rep in HUU and
a Supervisory Rep in BTU. At least seven Union Position Statements were based on
resolutions you submitted at conventions. You were instrumental in completing the
last Union Resource Management Compensation Equity Study and you have been a
member of CAL FIRE’s Uniform Committee and new Uniform Purchasing Guide Sub-

Committee,

Lastly, you helped CAL FIRE become recognized as the leader in post fire emergency
watershed assessment. You participated as a team member on CAL FIRE’s (then
known as CDF) first Assessment Team following the 2003 Southern California Fire
Siege, then returned to Southern California as a Team Leader after the 2007 siege
and led the Butte SEAT team in 2008.

Your career with CAL FIRE is one you should be proud of and | extend to you my
sincere, Thank You, and wish you a happy and healthy retirement.
