AGREEMENT FOR VOLUNTEERS

DISASTER SERVICES PROGRAM

This Agreement is made and entered into on ________________ , 2012, between the Town of Paradise (“Town”) and ____________________________ (“Volunteer”).

WHEREAS, the Town Council has approved the establishment of the Disaster Services Program that allows persons to serve the Town as Volunteers during disasters; and

WHEREAS, the Volunteer desires to participate in the Disaster Services Program; and

WHEREAS, this Agreement sets forth the terms under which the Volunteer will participate in the Disaster Services Program. 

NOW, THEREFORE, the Town and the Volunteer agree as follows:

Section 1.  In providing services under this Agreement the Volunteer shall comply with the Disaster Services Program requirements attached as Exhibit “A”.

Section 2.  The Town shall provide workers compensation benefits for the Volunteer if he or she is injured as a direct result of authorized activities under the Disaster Services Program.  In addition, the Town will indemnify and defend the Volunteer through the Northern California Cities Self Insurance Fund for any property damages or personal injuries caused by the Volunteer within the scope of the activities authorized in the Disaster Services Program.

Section 3.  The Town shall not compensate the Volunteer for his or her participation in or services connected with the Disaster Services Program.  Nor shall the Town reimburse the Volunteer for out-of-pocket expenses associated with such participation or services.

Section 4.  Except for workers’ compensation benefits, the Volunteer and on behalf of Volunteer’s family, heirs, assigns and legal representatives, hereby waives any claim for liability against the Town for personal injury, property damage or costs which he or she may suffer by participating in the Disaster Services Program.
