e Photos of each room of your house and items in your home (take these before and keep with
your critical paperwork or in a folder on your phone/computer — backed up to a cloud if
possible)

e Important phone numbers

e Essential valuables

e Pets. leash and Supplies

e Change of clothing and toiletries

e Cell phone & charger

e Evacuation route map with at least two evacuation routes highlighted.

e Bug Out Bin (See attached)

e Baby formula

What should | grab if | have 10 minutes:

e List of elderly neighbors and local family members with addresses and phone numbers
e Specific photos that are irreplaceable

e Laptop/Computer Hard Drive

e Additional essential valuables/family heirlooms

e Keys to safety deposit box

e Additional clothing

e Water

e Non-perishable snacks

What should | grab if | have 15 minutes:

e Additional photos, important paperwork, family cookbooks
e Additional essential valuables

e Additional family heirlooms

e Additional clothing

e Sleeping bag/blankets

What should | grab if | have 45 minutes:

e Livestock, supplies & transportation (If unable to transport — paint name and phone
number on livestock.)
e Additional items from above
